People: Lord, may our giving be generous and
overflowing so that the work of your church may not be
hindered.

Minister: “What shall | render to the Lord for all his bounty
to me? | will pay my vows to the Lord.” (Psalm 116:12-14)

People: Lord, may we honour the promises we make to
you at every stage of our life, and the pledges we will
make in the future.

Minister: “Bring the full tithes into the storehouse and
thereby put me to the test, says the Lord of Hosts, if |
will not open the windows of heaven for you and pour down
an overflowing blessing.”
