Knowing how much to give





There is no easy formula but there are helpful guidelines.





Firstly, giving is about our relationship with God. It is no great sacrifice to put someone we love first; we do this when we give the first of the week to God in church. So please think and pray about how you will review your giving this year as a priority; part of your worship of a generous and loving God.





The second is that our giving should be something we plan to do and something that is a priority in our lives. This may mean giving by weekly envelopes or Standing Order and, if we pay UK tax, giving by Gift Aid. �


Thirdly giving should be related to and reflect our income and lifestyle. The back page of this brochure offers two tables which in their different ways can help us to decide how much we should give. 





Finally, not all our giving need go to our church. It is right to support Christian and other charities. But, what we give to our church must be realistic in terms of our own income and the church’s needs.
