A few weeks ago I wrote asking for your prayerful support for Giving in Grace at St N. Today I am writing to say thank you, for your gift and for you.
Thank you for your gift: the return of your response form. You didn’t have to do this. It is your gift to St N. Thank you for your support and encouragement. Thank you for your trust. 
I also want to say thank you because you are the real gift. This response is from your heart. It’s your commitment to the life of St N. It’s your desire to sustain worship in this beautiful church. · You can be confident that gifts entrusted to our church will be used wisely and well. Trust matters
It’s still early days but I am delighted that we already have a promised increase in giving of £125 extra, every week, towards our target of £275. That’s £6,500 a year, plus any Gift Aid. 
If you have made a request for additional information, for example about the Parish Giving Scheme or Gift Aid, someone will be in touch within a week or two with information you have requested.
As Vicar of St N I can never say thank you enough. But I would like to try. Thank you again for your generosity, support and encouragement. Thank you for sustaining our ministry; for your partnership in the Gospel. It is never taken for granted. Thank you.
